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EXECUTIVE SUMMARY 

 

All fifty-six (56) counties receiving PILT funds have completed the CCI Public Lands Steering 
Committee survey. An executive summary of the survey follows: 

Impact on counties as a result in a cut/reduction in PILT 

 Forty-six (46) counties dedicate $16,483,019 (67.9%) of Colorado’s allocation to their general 
funds and would reduce services and other general operating funds expenditures.  

 Nineteen (19) counties expend  all or a significant percentage of their PILT funds or $ 7,460,541 
(30.7%) of Colorado’s PILT allocation to their counties’ road & bridge funds; all these 
counties either say they will have to either reduce road maintenance or shift funds from other 
operating programs to provide road and bridge, an “essential county service.” 

 Thirteen counties (13) fund public safety—sheriffs’ offices, jail operations, responses to 
backcountry emergency—and all say law enforcement would suffer with further cuts. 

Program and services counties are able to fund or expand with PILT  

 Five (5) counties utilize part of their funds for capital expenditures—including sheriffs’ 
vehicles, public health, road & bridge garages 

 Four (4) counties utilize PILT funds to partially support emergency services particularly for 
backcountry emergencies. 

 Four (4) counties expend PILT funds to management of backcountry lands in cooperation with 
federal land management agencies. 

 Three (3) counties apply PILT funds for fire prevention and mitigation and fire protection. 

 Three (3) counties disburse PILT funds to their school districts. 

 

Amount of public lands of the counties reporting 

Forty-three percent (43%) of the land of the fifty-six counties receiving PILT funds is federal public 
land.
